WHEREAS, Council is authorized to create, appropriate, and transfer funds within the Water Fund of the Village of 
Commercial Point for current expenses of the municipality; and 
 
WHEREAS, The Village of Commercial Point signed a reimbursement agreement with Mr. Richard Talbott on

WHEREAS, Monies appropriated to the Other Deposits Refunded Fund (5101-539-610) are less than what is needed to 
reimburse Mr. Talbott; and 
 
WHEREAS, Monies in the Water Capital Outlay Fund (5101-539-590) exceed what is currently needed; and 
 
WHEREAS, Additional monies are needed to reimburse Mr. Talbott per the signed reimbursement agreement. 
 
 
NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE VILLAGE OF COMMERCIAL POINT, COUNTY OF 
PICKAWAY, STATE OF OHIO, A MAJORITY OF ITS MEMBERS ELECTED THERETO CONCURRING, THAT: 
 
Section 1. Monies in the amount of Fifty Thousand Dollars ($50,000.00) shall hereby be transferred within the Water 

Fund of the Village of Commercial Point from Account Number 5101-539-590 Capital Outlay Fund to 
Account Number 5101-539-610 Other Deposit Refunded Fund.
